Safety and Security

1. The safety and security of the participants in our programs is our number one concern.

2. As an Israeli company, we are constantly monitoring the security situation as well as

sense the mood of the situation and react swiftly to it.

No public transportation is utilized at any time during the program.

We do not approach or enter the Palestinian Authority or the Gaza Strip in any way or

manner.

An armed medic/escort accompanies the group at all times (when requested).

The program is coordinated with the police, armed forces and security services.

Oranim Educational Initiatives operates a 24-hour hotline.

The group has a mobile phone for contact.

Every participant receives a card with contact numbers in case of an emergency.

O Our programs operate under the premise that changes in the itinerary for security
reasons are carried out without hesitation.

Meals: include full Israeli Breakfast (buffet), lunch and/or dinner as per the attached Itinerary

Security: All activities will be coordinated with the Society for the Protection of Nature in
Israel (SPNI) that runs the Situation Room and coordinates all tours for the Ministry of
Education and other official bodies in Israel, with the Army, Police and other security
services. The Tour Educator will be in touch with the Oranim Educational Initiatives Office
where he will receive updates. The itinerary is subject to change without prior notice in the
case of a security reason decided upon by Oranim Educational Initiatives.

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Baggage allowance : For safety and convenience we ask that each participant limit
themselves to only 1 piece of luggage (up to 40 Ibs) and one carry on piece of luggage (up to
10 Ibs) in accordance with airline regulations. No responsibility is accepted for loss or
damage to baggage or any of the passengers’ belongings.

Insurance: Oranim Educational Initiative’s programs are covered by third party liability and
professional liability coverage up to $10,000,000 per year.

Not included :
Airfare from USA to Tel Aviv and return via an IATA or ARC Catrriers, in coach class.
The fare basis is “group fares” (Most airlines define a group as at least 10 or more
participants flying on the same dates and same schedule), which is subject to
penalties if changes are made. The rate will include airport taxes. The airfare and
airport taxes are subject to change until ticketing
Junior Tour Educator (for the children): From arrival in Israel until the end of the
program (provided 10 kids and above) — 2,860 US$ for the entire trip
Transfers from the passengers’ residence to the departure gateway and back.
Tips and gratuities for guide and drivers (Suggested: Guide: 3-5 US$ per person per
day, Driver: 1.5-2.5 US$ per person per day, armed escort, restaurants, hotel
reception)
Items of personal nature: room charges, telephones, minibar etc.
Meals not mentioned in itinerary
Drinks at meals, other than those provided by the restaurant
Passport and Visa Fees (It is the responsibility of each traveler to have the necessary
documents prior to departure)

Travel Insurance : We highly recommend taking out comprehensive travel insurance, which
should cover cancellation, delay, illness, loss or damage to personal belongings and
luggage, etc. Contact our office for more details.
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Payments and cancellations

Upon registration of the trip, a payment of 10% of the cost per person is required.

A second payment is due 60 days prior to departure of 50% amount due.

Final payment in full is due no later than 30 days prior to departure.

Bank transfer, check, bank draft, cashiers check or money order may make payment.
Payment is based on the package rate for the services listed in the agreement and the
corresponding itinerary. Oranim Educational Initiatives uses confidential negotiated industry

rates and will not provide a breakdown of costs of the package.

In case of cancellations, the following penalties will be deducted:

30 — 14 days prior to departure 60% of the program cost, plus any

In case of force majore, the only penalties we will charge will be those charged to Oranim

Educational Initiatives by our suppliers
In the case cancellation during the trip, no refund will be given for unused services and all
expenses and all costs relating to returning the participant to his or her home will be the sole

responsibility of the participant.

In no case is Oranim Educational Initiatives required to present justification for the penalties

and their amounts.
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Responsibility

for the tour services offered here, including transportation, sightseeing, and hotel accommodations.

The carriers, hotels, and other suppliers providing tour services are independent contractors and are not
agents, employees, servants of, or joint ventures with the Company or its affiliates. All certificates and other
travel documents for tour services issued by the Company are subject to the terms and conditions specified by
the supplier and to the laws of the countries in which the services are supplied.

The Company reserves the right to accept or reject any person as a tour participant, to expel any tour
participant from the tour, to make changes in the itinerary whenever the Company deems it necessary for the
comfort, convenience, or safety of the tour participants, and to cancel a tour at any time.

The tour participant agrees that neither the Company nor its affiliates shall be liable for any damage, loss
(including personal injury, death, and property loss) or expense occasioned by any act or omission of any
supplier providing tour services, or any insurer or insurance administrator of the Travel Protection Plan, or of
any other person.

Legal proceedings against the Company may be instituted only in a court within the State of Israel, and any
claim involved in such proceedings shall be decided in accordance with the laws of the State of Israel. Any legal
proceedings against the Company must be commenced within one year following the date of tour completion.
Neither the Company nor any affiliate shall in any case be liable for other than compensatory damages, and
you hereby waive any right to punitive damages.

No person, other than an authorized representative of the Company by a document in writing, is authorized to
vary, add, or waive any term or condition in this offer, including any term or condition set forth in the preceding
provisions.

The company will not be held responsible for any damages caused deliberately or through negligence by group
participants to property before, during and after the trips.

Travel in undeveloped areas

This tour may involve hazards incident to travel in undeveloped areas including those arising from political
unrest, poor security and safety conditions and limited medical and evacuation facilities in case of iliness or
accident. We will make reasonable efforts to limit the hazards but neither the company nor its affiliates assume
liability for damage, loss or expense arising from such hazards.
